ecoDa launches two day conference programme for European directors

On 30 March 2011, the European Confederation of Directors’ Associations (ecoDa) launched its new pan-European conference on European corporate governance for directors. 
This new two day event in Brussels is complementary to the existing professional development programmes of national directors’ institutes (such as the IoD), and represents a relevant form of CPD activity for chartered directors. It specifically focuses on the needs of directors with a cross-border perspective on board functioning or those with a specialist interest in European corporate governance.
Participants consisted of more than 40 directors from 7 European countries. The objectives of the event were as follows:

· to adapt the knowledge and experience of board members gained at national level to the European level, and to provide insight into the latest European policy developments in corporate governance;

· to develop a skillset that will assist board members in winning board mandates in other European countries;
· to exchange experiences and research findings on European board practices;
· to create a European network of individual board members and to develop a European pool of board members.
The conference was led by experts and practitioners from a variety of EU member states, and included contributions from the European Commission and the European Parliament (which delegates visited at the end of the course).
The next two-day ecoDa programme is taking place in Brussels on 19-20 October 2011.
